* Never use impact wrenches or impact guns to install or remove shock absorber piston
components, shafts and Piston rod nuts.

» All Eibach springs should be installed with the Eibach logo right-side-up.

» After Installation, inspect and adjust the following: Wheel Alignment; tire/wheel fender
clearance when using aftermarket wheels or tires; brake line clearance and attachments;
anti-lock-brake system sensors.
